Implement Environmental Controls: 
Implement environmental control measures to monitor, control, and improve the
environmental performance of your processes and activities.

Maintain and Improve: 
ISO 14001 is a continual commitment to environmental responsibility. Continually seek
opportunities for improvement in your environmental management system.

Document Everything: 
Keep detailed records of your ISO 14001 implementation efforts, audits, corrective
actions, and environmental improvements made.

Remember that ISO 14001 is a flexible framework that can be adapted to suit your
organization's unique environmental context and objectives. It's not just about compliance
but also about achieving environmental excellence and sustainability.

Address Non-Conformities: 
When non-conformities are identified, take corrective and preventive actions to
resolve them and prevent their recurrence.

Monitor and Measure: 
Continuously monitor and measure your environmental aspects, impacts, and
performance against environmental objectives to gauge progress.

Seek Certification: 
If desired, engage with a certification body to undergo an external audit for ISO 14001
certification.

Conduct Internal Audits: 
Regularly conduct internal audits to evaluate compliance with ISO 14001 and identify
areas for improvement in the environmental performance of your processes.
